All of the notes below also appear in the “Notes” section of each appropriate PowerPoint slide. However, some viewers (such as Apple products) may not display the notes. So, here are the same notes that are attached to the slides.
01 – These are three reconstructed Roman pillars at the ancient city of Ephesus. The picture is by Jim Wicker.
02 – This map shows the location of Patmos as well as the cities of the Seven Churches of Revelation in western Turkey (called Asia Minor in John’s day). John was exiled on Patmos (Rev. 1:9), and he wrote Revelation during the reign of Emperor Domitian. Patmos is located some seventy miles southwest of Ephesus. This is a public domain picture. 04 – This is the passenger ship Serenade with Patmos in the background. The Monastery of St. John the Theologian is the large building above the numerous white buildings. This is a public domain picture. [http://upload.wikimedia.org/wikipedia/commons/2/2d/Patmos2005.jpg]
05 – The Monastery of St. John the Theologian was built in AD 1088. It contains a number of ancient manuscripts. This is a Creative Commons Attribution-Share Alike 3.0 Unported license picture.

06 - This is the outside of the Church of the Cave of the Apocalypse on the island of Patmos. Inside is the cave that is the traditional location of where John wrote Revelation. “Traditional” means that the true location cannot be determined, but this is the one traditionally considered to be correct. This is a public domain picture.

07 – This is the cave inside of the Church of the Cave of the Apocalypse. The silver circle to the left of the maroon cloth is a silver-coated handle traditionally thought to be what John used to raise and lower himself. This is a public domain picture.

08 – This mosaic depicts John dictating Revelation to the scribe Prochorus, who was one of the seven first deacons (Acts 6:5).
