01 – These are some ruins of a Roman street at Thyatira. There is more information on this picture below. This picture is by Jim Wicker.

02 – This map shows the location of Patmos as well as the cities of the Seven Churches of Revelation in western Turkey (called Asia Minor in John’s day). John was exiled on Patmos (Rev. 1:9), and he wrote Revelation during the reign of Emperor Domitian. Patmos is located some seventy miles southwest of Ephesus. This is a public domain picture. 03 – This is a Roman colonnaded road at Thyatira. These ruins are in the middle of the modern city of Akhisar in Turkey. This picture is by Jim Wicker

04 – Here is an excavation at ancient Thyatira with a modern apartment in Akhisar in the background. This picture is by Jim Wicker.

05 – These are ruins of Roman columns with a few inscription stones at Thyatira. This picture is by Jim Wicker.

06 – These are stones with some Greek inscription stones at Thyatira. This picture is by Jim Wicker.

07 – These are the ruins of the Church of St. John at Thyatira. Of course, it dates long after John wrote Revelation. There were very few Christian church buildings in the 1st-3rd centuries AD since Christians mostly met in house churches. Of the few buildings dedicated to being churches from that time, even the ruins have not usually survived to today. This picture is by Jim Wicker.

08 – This is the altar area of the Church of St. John at Thyatira. This picture is by Jim Wicker.
